Interview Report – Candidate: Sam
Introduction
The interviewer explained the nature of placements with Totalnannies and the responsibilities involved in caring for children. The following questions were asked, with Sam’s responses noted below. Interviewer observations and comments are provided at the end.


Q: What have you been doing for the last two years?
Sam has been working as a teacher in special education. 
Q: What are your main interests, hobbies, and activities outside of work?
She enjoys reading, walks, spending time with friends and watching TV
Q: What kind of family would you like to be placed with? Do you have any religious preferences?
Sam said she would prefer younger children aged between 1-6 and babies as she has experience in early childhood
Q: Do you prefer working with younger or older children? Why?
She feels her skills and experience are best suited to younger.
Q: How would you deal with a child who is crying, unresponsive, or upset?
Sam said she would work on building a relationship with the children/child, play with them, build trust and establish good communication. 
Q: How would you cope with a child who doesn’t speak English?
She explained that she would use visual tools and would learn basic phrases.
Q: How would you manage the language barrier in a foreign country? Do you expect to suffer from homesickness?
Sam said she would take a language course before leaving
Q: What would you do in the event of an emergency?
She would immediately call the emergency services and go through the routine the family had established for such events. 
Q: Do you know any basic first aid?
Sam confirmed she has knowledge of basic first aid and has a 1st aid certificate
Q: How much experience do you have with children?
She has worked as a babysitter and nanny, and has worked as a special needs teacher. 
Q: Families prefer children not to spend too much time in front of the TV. What activities would you do instead?
Sam said she would use toys and she has experience in entertaining children without screens. She would take them to the park and on play dates. 
Q: Why should families trust you with their children?
She said children are her passion, she would care for the children as they were her own and has good communication with the parents. 
Q: What do you want to achieve from this experience, and why do you want to do this work?
Sam explained that she has experience, is open to experience a new culture and loves children so she felt it would be the prefer job for her.
