The questions below have been asked to the candidate and there are notes regarding the candidate response to the questions and comments from the interviewer at the end of the interview

What have you been doing for the last two years?
Alice is in her 2nd year at University studying to be a qualified teacher. 
What are your main interest’s, sports hobbies after work activities?
She loves reading, going to the gym swimming, going for walks and trekking. Later this year she will be going to Tanzania to trek up mount Kilimanjaro
What kind of family would you really like to be placed with, do you have religious preferences?
She has no preferences. 
Do you prefer younger or older children if you choose please explain why?

Has more experience with younger children under 10 but also experience teaching Italian children English in a summer camp in the UK.
Would you know what to do with a crying child that will not stop crying or that will not talk or respond to you?
She said she would try different activities and distracting tactics. She would change the environment and get on their level and make sure she was not intimidating. She has experience in these types of situations based on her teacher training
 

How are you going to cope with a child that does not understand English?
She said she would use body language, and has experience with this when she taught Italian teenagers who could not speak English
 

 How are you going to cope with the language barrier in a foreign country? Do you think you may suffer from home sickness?
She has experience travelling to Peru and further afield and does not feel this would be a problem. She enjoys experiencing new environments and cultures 
Would you know what to do in the event of an emergency?   (CANDIDATES ARE INFORMED THAT THEY SHOULD HAVE EMERGENCY NUMBERS TO CALL WITH THEM AT ALL TIMES WHEN DISCUSSING THIS QUESTION) 

It would depend on the situation but if it was serious she would ring emergency services
Do you know any basic first aid techniques? 
She has not taken a 1st aid course but does know some basic 1st aid techniques
How much experience do you have with children please let us know from when you first started looking after children?

She has a lot of experience with children. From the age of 14-15 years old she started babysitting for friends and family. She then worked in summer camps. She has also been a teaching assistant for a child with special needs. More recently as part of her university course she had 3 placements in primary schools, one 6 week placement, one 1 week placement and her last full-time 7 week placement working with children aged 3-11. 
Most families do not want the candidate and children to spend to much time in front of the TV. Do you have ideas on how to spend time with children?

She would do a lot of outdoor activities, play tag rugby, go exploring and do arts and crafts. 
Can you tell us why we should trust you with the children of one of our professional families?
She has experience through different age ranges, and has also the ability to teach, help with homework and educate through the environment
What do you want to achieve from this experience and why do you want to do this work?
